
 

 The Lutheran Church Missouri Synod LCMS) -Texas District All Educatorsõ Confer-
ence was held in Houston, Texas last Sunday through Tuesday.  In case you wondered 

why there was no school for your children, the annual conference is held on those dates 
two out of every three years.  Next year on Thanksgiving week, the teachers will attend 
this Lutheran conference in San Antonio.  The following year, when LCMS Pastors join 

the group, it is held in October as November and December are already a HEAVY     
workload for church pastoral ministry during those months.  Last yearõs conference was 
to be held in Houston as well, but was cancelled entirely as Houston had its hands full 

recovering from hurricane damages.  Houston this year, traffic aside, was a great venue 
for our teachers to spend some time together     outside of the classroom, to connect with 

other educators across the state, and to listen to presentations by keynotes and          
colleagues.

whole person as teachers.  The timing of this annual conference couldnõt be better, with 
the perk of yõall maybe getting a fall trip away as a family?  What a blessing being a     

Lutheran educator is.  My prayer is that you feel that same degree of blessing by having 
your child and family involved in Christian education here.
