Preparing for Tomorrow with a Christ-Centered Education Today 

 Habits.  The good, the bad and the so-so.  That was our focus in chapel this week, building on the 

concept this year of the Kingdom of God being built on the Cornerstone, Jesus Christ, and the firm foun-

dation of apostles, prophets and saints gone before.  The “blocks and mortar” of our God-pleasing habits 

are blended by God with our self-pleasing habits and choices, and through God’s power, continue to 

build the body of Christ, and each of us, into His sanctuary. Proverbs 14:11 (Message) “Lives of careless 

wrongdoing are tumbledown shacks; holy living builds soaring cathedrals.” And the John 14:12 Power of 

God works His will in His Kingdom on earth through both godly and godless acts and lives.  Praise God, 

for the reality that as believers He is molding and grooming the hearts of each of us from conception on-

ward into more holy habits and patterns, and His grace is sufficient and patient enough to continually 

wash clean our hardened habits and hearts as we learn and grow, submit and serve, according to His will 

and way, step-by-step. 

  

 Health and habits.  As the video link of the last two weeks impressed upon us what it takes to cre-

ate new habits, schools across the country initiate more rigorous cleaning and monitoring routines.  This 

week the local school district shared some of the steps it is taking to counter this fall’s h1n1 progression 

and has these recommendations for parents: 

 

What Parents Can Do To Help Prevent the Spread of Flu Type Viruses  
1. Know the signs and symptoms of the flu and keep ill students home from school. (H1N1 and seasonal 

flu have similar symptoms) Common symptoms include:  

*Fever/chills/sweating  *Tired/headache/body aches  

*Coughing/sore throat  *Nausea/vomiting /diarrhea  

2. Teach your children to not share personal items including food/drinks/lip balm.  

3. Teach your children to cough and sneeze into their sleeve/elbow, NOT their hands.  

4. Teach your children to wash their hands thoroughly and frequently and to keep hands away from their 

nose, mouth and eyes.  

5. Plan ahead for your child to possibly be home ill with the flu this school year. Plan for child care at 

home or plan on having to take time off from work. Plan for 5-7 days.  

6. Update your student’s emergency contact numbers so school staff can contact you.  

7. Have your student vaccinated with the season flu vaccine and with the H1N1 vaccine when it’s avail-

able (Oct.-Nov.).

New Booster Seat Law 

as read in the AAA magazine  

This law takes effect September 1, 2009 and 

will impact our younger grade field trips 

logistics: 

òWith this new law , Texas meets federal traffic 

-safety standards for transporting children in 

motor vehicles. Children under age 8, unless 

they are at least 4 feet 9 inches tall, must be 

secured in size-appropriate child passenger 

safety-seat systems. This typically includes 

booster seats for older children. Previously, 

only children under age 5 and less than 36 

inches tall, were required to be in safely seats. 

For the first nine months, law enforcement will 

issue warnings for violations; ticketing for an 

offense begins June 1, 2010.ó
